I Soaring costs of production including chicken feed, energy, diesel and 

packaging, along with bird-flu, have crippled many UK egg producers.

As a result, farmers are unable to meet the spiralling 

costs and we’re witnessing both farmers and growers having to make difficult 

choices and close their businesses$

I UK fruit and vegetable growers across the country are 'fearing for their future' 

as escalating costs and ongoing workforce shortages continue to impact the 

horticulture sector. Soaring energy costs combined with a lack of people to 

pick crops are posing a serious threat to the future of the UK’s fruit and 

vegetable sector, the NFU said. The main drivers are energy prices which are 

up 165%, fertiliser which has increased by 40% and workforce costs, up 13%.
